Are there things you could
do to protect your assets, such as installing a burglar alarm?  Do you have a fire
extinguisher handy?  Could someone easily gain access to your client’s personal
information?

Take a look at the ten best kept secrets for protecting your most valuable assets and know
for sure.
     L     L     L     L     Locks and Pocks and Pocks and Pocks and Pocks and Padlocks:adlocks:adlocks:adlocks:adlocks:  Locks on all outside entrances and inside security doors
should be double cylinder deadbolts with removable collars.  The deadbolt should have at
least one inch throw containing a hardened steel insert and protected by a latch guard.
Padlocks should be of hardened steel, mounted on bolted hasps and always locked to
prevent exchange.  Serial numbers should be filed off to prevent new keys from being made.
     Doors:     Doors:     Doors:     Doors:     Doors:  All outside and security doors should be of solid construction, metal lined
and secured with heavy metal crossbars.  Jambs around doors must be solid.  All exposed
hinges should be pinned to prevent removal.

Burglar-resistant glass treatments
are also recommended.  An example would be the installation of polyester security film.
However, this must be used together with the alarm’s glass break sensor.  Heavy metal
grates may be used on windows of high vulnerability (such as rear windows).  Check with
your area Fire Code Inspector for safety requirements.

Your entire perimeter must
be well-lit, especially around doors and other possible entries.
     Alarm System:      Alarm System:      Alarm System:      Alarm System:      Alarm System:  The alarm system should be supplied and installed by a licensed
alarm company with a central monitoring station.  Check the alarm system on a daily basis.
For an even better self-defense tactic, advertise its presence to deter break-ins with the
company’s sticker or yard sign.

     P     P     P     P     Perimeter Ferimeter Ferimeter Ferimeter Ferimeter Fences:ences:ences:ences:ences:  The fences need to be adequate enough to keep intruders out,
and at the same time allow good visibility of your business by neighbors and police.  A
good example of fencing would be vertical iron bar or 1/8 inch mesh vinyl coated chain
link.

A master key system where one key opens all locks may be convenient, but it may not be
the best for security.  Code all keys, keep them securely locked when not in use, and do not
allow employees to leave them lying around or make duplicates.  Change locks whenever
you suspect key security has been jeopardized.  Marking equipment with ID numbers
should be displayed to make this plainly evident to would-be thieves.  Also, keeping a
record of serial numbers on all equipment may help in recovery.

     Check fraud is one of the largest challenges facing businesses
today.  A significant amount of check fraud is due to
counterfeiting through desktop publishing and copying - to create
or duplicate an actual financial document - as well as chemical
alteration, which consists of removing some or all of the
information and then manipulating the document to the benefit of
the criminal.  To protect your business, the Better Business Bureau
offers the following tips:
·Set guidelines regarding types of checks your business accepts.
·Examine the check very carefully.
·Compare signatures.
·Set a policy for check cashing and review it with employees
frequently.
·Consider allowing your customers to use a electronic debit card.
     If you are a victim of check fraud, send a certified letter to the
individual, if you have the name and address.  If the party does
not respond to you, usually within 10 to 15 days, depending on
your state law, you can file a criminal charge against them.
Report the fraud to the police, and your bank immediately.  Every
state has a different criminal code of laws.  Determine what you
need to do to comply with your state law so that you will be able
to press fraud charges and recover damages.

A Greener Paper Trail

     Quietly but steadily, paper has become an environmental
success story.  In 2007, over half of all paper products used in the
U.S. (56% to be exact) were ultimately recycled, according to the
American Forest & Paper Association (AF&PA).  Nearly 80% of
America’s paper mills use recovered fiber to make some or all of
their products; everything from newsprint to corrugated boxes to
egg cartons.  Some 140 mills use recovered paper exclusively.
     But we can do even better.  By 2012, AF&PA’s goal is to
recover 60% of the paper Americans consume.  That will mean
the nation will further reduce the emissions created by producing
paper products from scratch.  Just as important, it will preserve
national resources, since producing a ton of paper from recycled
stock saves 17 trees and uses 50% less water than making paper
from new material, according to the Energy Information
Administration.  Another benefit is that recycling also reduces
waste in the nations landfills, more than 3.3 cubic yards for each
ton of paper.
     Are you recycling your paper?  Here is an easy suggestion.
There is a large paper dumpster on the east side of Coquina
Elementary School that takes newspapers, white paper, magazines
etc., and the school realizes the profits from the sale of the ton
weight of the paper.  Gather up your paper and toss it in the
Coquina dumpster, you will help the school, you will help the
economy, you will be recycling and you’ll feel better about
yourself.
