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Brevard Explores ‘Buy Local’ Discount Programs

     With the economy in a slump, fewer people bring their grandmother’s trinkets and great uncle’s photographs in to Connie Knapik to be
framed.  “I overcome a lot of hurdles because I’m somewhat sentimental,” said Knapik, of Accent Framing, her Titusville-based custom
framing shop.  But business is not what it was.  “Certainly with the economy, it’s not a necessity,” she added.  Knapik saw an opportunity to
boost traffic and cut customers a break by placing a 15 percent discount on the Florida Backyard Card, one of a plethora of “buy local”
programs starting here to help area businesses.

     From Palm Bay to Titusville, Brevard County communities are looking to these programs to spur spending.  Their plans range from
promotions that push city residents into local shops to programs that help local bidders for government contracts.  The number of buy-local
programs have increased with the downed market, said Jeff Milchen, outreach director of the American Independent Business Alliance, a
nonprofit agency that helps communities establish the programs.  “The momentum is definitely growing fast for this effort,” Milchen said.
“There’s been just an explosion of interest in the past year.”

     Local initiatives - The Titusville-Area Chamber of Commerce is promoting the Florida Backyard Card among North Brevard businesses.
Sponsored by the Florida Chamber of Commerce and backed by Gov. Charlie Crist, the program opens cardholders to a host of discounts
offered by local businesses across Florida.  There’s no cost for those who want a card, which can be downloaded on-line, and no cost for
businesses to advertise.  “The goal is to keep the money in our community and our state,” said Emma Richard, director of member services
for the Titusville chamber.  “It might be hard to go to California for a vacation this year, but look at what all Florida has to offer.”

     The card hasn’t brought many new customers into Knapik’s frame shop yet — a fact that could be tied to the promotion being relatively
new — but Knapik said she doesn’t particularly mind.  I want to say, ‘Hey I’m a stakeholder in my community and I want to help my
community,’ “ she said.

     It is far from the only buy-local program Brevard cities have or are starting:  For several years, the city of Titusville has run a program
that gives local businesses a preference when bidding on contracts under $1 million.  Titusville companies see a 3 percent boost, and other
Brevard County businesses receive 1 percent.  So a contract would go to the Titusville company if they bid $103,000 even if an Orlando
company bid $100,000.  Palm Bay set up a tiered system in September that gives more points to local businesses when awarding contracts.
Palm Bay-based businesses get a 10 percent boost, a business that employs mostly Palm Bay workers receives 7.5 percent extra and other
Brevard County companies get 5 percent.  Palm Bay’s program is capped, requiring local bids to also be below the amount the city
budgeted for the item or service.

     Melbourne Councilman John Thomas is pushing a two-pronged buy local program.  The first part would make sure local businesses
know about upcoming city contracts to generate     more bids from hometown vendors.  The second part would encourage residents and
businesses to frequent local shops.

     Rockledge’s community redevelopment committee is working with businesses to come up with its own program.  This plan would target
different types of shoppers with an education program that shows the benefits of local spending, from gas savings to maintaining property
values.

     Cocoa hosts bimonthly networking sessions with city businesses. The program has shown success, and in one instance, linked a
manufacturer looking to expand with a local architect.

     Some issues - Buy-local programs don’t just work automatically.  Local companies sometimes don’t provide specific goods or services,
forcing potential customers outside the city, said Jon Hamilton, chairman of the economics department at the University of Florida’s
Warrington College of Business Administration.  And customers need to be wary of paying more simply because it’s local.  “You do want to
be careful in this tight budget on leading yourself into spending more money on a real motherhood and apple pie idea,” he said.  Milchen
of the independent business alliance said buy-local programs can overcome misconceptions about price differences by educating consum-
ers.  “Part of the job of a local alliance is to debunk myths that customers find better value on-line or at a chain store. In most cases that’s
simply not true,” he said.  Milchen acknowledged, however, that some programs fade without making much of an impact.  “You can’t
create a shift in local culture by running a media campaign for a few months,” he said.
