Social Networking - perhaps you've heard of it before, but are not quite sure
what it means. Social networking is the grouping of individuals into specific groups,
like small rural communities or a neighborhood subdivision, if you will. Although
social networking is possible in person, especially in universities, high schools or in
the workplace, it is most popular on-line. This is because unlike most high schools,
colleges, or workplaces, the internet is filled with millions of individuals who are
looking to meet other internet users, develop friendships, make business contacts,
find vacation spots, start a professional relationship, etc.

- Users should always make sure their computers operating
system and antivirus and firewall software are up to date.
- Social networking sites are about sharing information, but BBB
recommends that users take steps to keep important information
private. While some social networking 8sites do allow for the
user to share phone numbers and addresses, it's best to keep
such information private.
- Be selective when choosing friends. While a user might not
want to be rude, BBB recommends that its best to decline a
request for friendship if the user dogsactually know the
person.

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The Power of Video in Social Networking

your passion, creativity and leaves vibrant lasting impressions on prospects and clients. What kind of video series could you create to
show people your solutions and products? How can you keep people interested? What can you educate them about? With the
growth of social media your connectivity to the entire world is at your fingertips. How do you corral all of these resources and turn
them into $$$ for your company?

What is Video Networking? Video Networking is new technology that allows anyone to upload and share videos they
produce, copy or find. They can usually also rate others’ videos, set a list of favorites and link to others. They are sometimes also
called video-sharing sites. But they are not to be confused with media sharing sites/services such as Limewire and Kazaa. The video-
sharing technology allows people to download the videos you are sharing. Most video-networks allow you to watch, or link to, them,
not copy them.

How does video-networking work?While the concept of video sharing has been around for quite some time (on sites like
Kazaa and Limewire), only within the past year or so has videdworking become easily available to the general public. Originally
most videos that one would want to share were posted to a personal webpage or a company server for retrieval by others who knew
where to look for it. This was due in part to the fact that technology even a short two years ago was not as advanced as it is today
and storing large video files incurred significant costs. As with everything else, technology has advanced to the point where now
storing and sharing videos is as easy as posting a profile on MySpace or sharing pictures.al¢o dorit need expensive equipment.
Now, everyone with equipment as simple as a cell phone video camera to as advanced as broadpesity gear can take and post
videos on-line. Most of the popular sites require that you onlgdistet in order to be able to upload or download site content.
Registration is almost always free. Most sites do have some sort of acceptable use policies setting the rules about what you can and
can't post.

Target audience -If there are lots of relevant mentions, click the user names to see if they look like they could be in your target
audience. If the volume of tweets is high enough, you'll find a sample of people who are sharing information about themselves, whether
from their Witter profiles, the links to their sites, or what theytalking about.

Staying Safe on Social Network Sites

Social networking sites rely on connections and communication, so they encourage you to provide a certain amount of personal
information. When deciding how much information to reveal, people may not exercise the same amount of caution as they would when
meeting someone in person because the internet provides a sense of anonymity; the lack of physical interaction provides a false sense of
security; they tailor the information for their friends to read, forgetting that others may see it; they want to offer insights to impress potential
friends or associates.

While the majority of people using these sites do not pose a threat, malicious people may be drawn to them because of the accessibility
and amount of personal information that’s available. The more information malicious people have about you, the easier it is for them to tak
advantage of you. Predators may form relationships on-line and then convince unsuspecting individuals to meet them in person. That col
lead to a dangerous situation. Using information that you provide about your location, hobbies, interests, and friends, a malicious person
could impersonate a trusted friend or convince you that they have the authority to access other personal or financial data. Additionally
because of the popularity of these sites, attackers may use them to distribute malicious code. Sites that offer applications developed by thi
parties are particularly susceptible. Attackers may be able to create customized applications that appear to be innocent while infecting you
computer without your knowledge.

How can you protect yourself?1. Limit the amount of personal information you pesbo not post information that would make you
vulnerable, such as your address or information about your schedule or routine. If your connections post information about you, make surt
the combined information is not more than you would be comfortable with strangers knowing. Also be considerate when posting informatic
including photos, about your connections2. Remember that the internet is a public resourc®nly post information you are comfortable
with anyone seeing. This includes i e you post information on-lin
you carit retract it. 3. Be wary of st es and motives. Consider
limiting the people who are allowed autious about the amount
of information you reveal or agreein on-line. eBple may post
false or misleading information abou e with malicious intent; it cot
be unintentional, an exaggeration, o ngs.
