staying vigilant in protecting the American people.
• Appointees have received a briefing on post-employment, benefits and
administrative processes.
     Incoming Officials (Post Inauguration)
• An inventory of activities, events and decisions which need to be made within a
30, 60, and 90-day time period will be developed.
• An inventory of 2010 budget priorities will be developed.
• SBA’s Offices of Human Capital Management, General Counsel and Chief
Information Officer are prepared for the initial steps that need to be taken to get new
officials on board (i.e., obtaining security clearances, processing personnel files).
• A briefing will be held for incoming officials regarding SBA’s organization, ethics,
records, hiring, labor relations, administrative processes, security, etc.
• Senior career officials will provide briefings to incoming officials on SBA programs.
• Briefings and training will be held on SBA’s plan to ensure continuity of operations
during a disaster that would impact government operations.

 SBA Announces New Ways to Improve Small Businesses Access to Capital

     WASHINGTON, DC – In response to the credit crunch, SBA’s Acting Administrator Sandy K. Baruah announced
important loan program changes to help the agency’s lending partners increase access to capital for small businesses.
First, an interim final rule allowing new SBA loans to be made with an alternative base interest rate, the one month LIBOR
rate (London Interbank Offered Rate), in addition to the prime rate, which was previously allowed.  In the past 60 days, both
the prime and LIBOR rates have not yet returned to their historical relationship—of roughly 300 basis points between the two
rates. The mismatch between the rates is squeezing SBA lenders out of the lending market, since their costs are based on
the LIBOR rate.
     “This change will help more small businesses obtain capital to grow their businesses and create new jobs,” Baruah said.
“By allowing both rates, SBA is making its programs more flexible, increasing opportunities to access capital and giving both
lending partners and small business customers more options to meet their needs.”
     The second change allows a new structure for assembling SBA loans into pools for sale in the secondary market.  The
enhanced flexibility in loan pool structures can help affect profitability and liquidity in the secondary market for SBA
guaranteed loans, especially with the current market conditions.  Because the average interest rate is used, these pools are
easier for pool assemblers to create, thus providing incentives for more investors to bid on these loans.
     “The challenge small businesses face today is not the cost of capital, it is access to capital,” said Baruah.  “Interest
rates are at historically low levels meaning money is inexpensive, yet lenders aren’t lending and borrowers aren’t borrowing.
This indicates markets are frozen due to liquidity concerns.  This interim final rule is an important step to reenergize the
lenders to make SBA-backed loans and will help open the gateway of capital for entrepreneurs.”
     “SBA moved quickly on these changes after consulting with small businesses, lending partners and other government
agencies,” said Eric R. Zarnikow, SBA’s Associate Administrator for the Office of Capital Access.  “We’re confident these
solutions will help free up capital so lenders can continue to make SBA-backed loans.”
     By addressing market issues that were impeding the funding streams for both lenders and small businesses, SBA is
making capital more available to America’s small businesses.  The SBA will be issuing additional technical guidance to
lenders in the coming weeks relating to the implementation of these important changes.

Tips for Recognizing and

     If someone you don’t know wants to pay you by check
but wants you to wire some of the money back, beware!  It’s
a scam that could cost you thousands of dollars. 
     There are many variations of the fake check scam.  It
could start with someone offering to buy something you
advertised, pay you to do work at home, give you an “advance”
on a sweepstakes you’ve supposedly won, or pay the first
installment on the millions that you’ll receive for agreeing to
have money in a foreign country transferred to your bank
account for safekeeping.  Here are some tips to remember...
*Fake check scammers hunt for victims.
*They often claim to be in another country.
*They tell you to wire money to them after you’ve deposited the
check.
*The checks are fake but they look real.  In fact, they
look so real that even bank tellers may be fooled.
*You don’t have to wait long to use the money, but that doesn’t
mean the check is good.
*You are responsible for the checks you deposit.
     Don’t deposit it.  There is no legitimate reason for someone
who is giving you money to ask you to wire money back.
     Report it!  Go to www.fraud.org.

     If you are not recycling please start and these are some of
the things you can recycle immediately:  paper, magazines,
phone books, paper bags, envelopes (with or without plastic
windows) junk mail, cereal boxes, other food boxes,
newspapers, milk and juice cartons, clear or colored glass
bottles and jars.  No oven cookware, drinking glasses or
ceramics.
     PLASTIC BOTTLES:  What is a bottle?  Any container that
has a neck smaller than the base. “Check the neck” and put it
in the bin.  Crush to make more room in the bin.  Throw away
caps, lids and pumps.
     ALUMINUM, STEEL AND TIN CANS:  Beverage, food, pet
food.  Just give them a light rinse and put them in the bin.  No
need to remove labels.
     Remember this: A plastic water bottle, thrown in the
garbage winds up in the land fill and takes about 250 years to
decompose.  Aluminum soda can takes about 150 years to
decompose.  If recycled, these items can be reused
immediately for many different sources. Please recycle.

     Careful planning is fundamental to success.  The Small Business Planner includes information and resources that will
help you at any stage of the business lifecycle.

Plan Your Business
Planning is critical to successfully starting and building a business.  That’s why we’ve dedicated a section for it.  Here you’ll
find guidance on the tools and resources necessary to write a winning business plan.  From sample plans to a business plan
primer, we’ll get you started on this very important activity.  Once your business is up and running, you’ll need to regularly
review and update your plan to manage growth.

Start Your Business
Starting a business requires you to complete a number of steps and make some key decisions.  Though part of your overall
plan, you’ll need to select a location, decide on a business structure, and obtain the necessary licenses and permits.  In
addition, determining which financing options will meet your short-term needs and long-term goals is crucial.  Within this
section, we’ll provide information on these topics along with guidance on buying an existing business, copyright and
trademark issues, and getting support from an outside expert.

Manage Your Business
Successfully managing a business requires specific management skills in addition to knowledge of key business practices.

Getting out of your business may not be important to you at this point. However, planning your exit strategy often involves
more than just closing down.  Within this section we’ll discuss practical options that include selling your business or
transferring ownership.  In the event that you decide it is time to close your business, you’ll learn about liquidation, filing
bankruptcy and reviewing the IRS guide on shutting down.
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The 2008 Economic Stimulus Package—the Bottom Line for Your Small Business

     The 2008 Economic Stimulus Package may help you reduce your tax bill in two important ways!
     First ,  expense up to $250,000 in property purchased in your 2008 tax year (the 179 Deduction) and save on your taxes.  For your
2008 tax year, you may be able to expense up to $250,000 for property.  This almost doubles the previous limit of $128,000, but is
only available for your 2008 tax year!  Property that often qualifies includes: machinery, refrigerators, grocery store counters, office
equipment, printing presses, computers, off-the-shelf computer software, signs, gasoline storage tanks and pumps at retail service
stations, a single purpose agricultural or horticultural structure, and livestock (horses, cattle, hogs, sheep, goats, and other
furbearing animals).   Most passenger automobiles and other property used for transportation are also eligible for 179 deductions.
Also, the section 179 deduction for the cost of any sport utility vehicle with a gross vehicle weight of over 6,000 pounds and not more
than 14,000 pounds is limited to $25,000.
     Second , write it off faster with two deductions and save on your taxes.  First Deduction:  For property acquired, placed and kept in
service in calendar year 2008, you may be able to write-off 50% of what you paid for it (a special depreciation allowance).  Second
Deduction:  In addition to the 50% write-off, you can take a write-off of the normal first year depreciation on the remaining 50% of what
you paid for the property.  Examples of eligible property include: off-the-shelf computer software, qualified leasehold improvement
property, and tangible property with a recovery period of 20 years or less  (which includes cell phones, tractor units for over-the-road
use, computers, computer peripheral equipment, office furniture and fixtures, and farm buildings).  For passenger automobiles,
vans and trucks depreciation limits are increased by $8,000 as follows:  Depreciation limits for passenger automobiles go from
$2,960 to $10,960, Depreciation limits for vans and trucks (with a gross vehicle weight of 6,000 pounds or less) go from $3,160 to
$11,160.  The original use of the property must begin with the taxpayer after December 31, 2007.  In other words, the property must
be “new” property.
     This new legislation will not only benefit small businesses in a variety of ways, but it will also provide an economic boost to the
entire nation.  Because there are exceptions and additional requirements, please contact your tax advisor to determine exactly how
the provisions of the Economic Stimulus Package of 2008 apply to your business.  Also, you may refer to the Internal Revenue
Service website www.irs.gov for additional information regarding the tax changes resulting from the Economic Stimulus Package of
2008.

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     Dealing with an uncertain economy is never easy, especially for small businesses.  Unlike their larger counterparts,
small businesses rarely have the resources to monitor and take corrective action for every trend and issue.  And even
those owners who have weathered numerous business cycles may be faced with new circumstances that confound
their otherwise successful instincts and knowledge.  While there is no crystal ball that accurately predicts the future,
small business owners can take a number of steps that will help their enterprises endure the worst of times, and
position them for success when conditions inevitably improve.

• Consult your bank about your business’s financial status.  Lenders havevast experience in economic cycles, and
can advise you on issues specific to your business and industry.  It may also be helpful to arrange a line of
credit.  You may not need it for several months or at all.  But if a lag in cash flow occurs, you will have a ready source
of bridge money in place.

• Make sure you have good relations with your creditors.  You may find it necessary to renegotiate terms, but
overdue bills and inconsistent payment practices will not help your position.  What’s more, your creditors
may be experiencing financial difficulties as well.  Any flexibility will hinge on whether they perceive you as a reliable
partner, or a risk.

• Similarly , keep a close watch on your receivables.  Follow up with whoever owes your company money and
make sure they are meeting their terms. Be firm when dealing problem accounts, but also be willing to negotiate where
appropriate.  It may take only a matter of months for a struggling customer can become a highly stable source of
income.  If you can accommodate such situations without adversely affecting your company’s financial position,
everybody wins.

• Make sure expenditures can be justified, and that they contribute to the financial health of your business.
You may find it necessary toredirect money to areas that will enhance business performance.  If you carry an inventory
of products, check the accuracy of your records and procedures to prevent losses.  It may also be helpful to adjust
your order amounts to match projected sales.

• Review your operations and expenses on a regular basis.  If you monitor your profitability on a monthly basis,
it’s a good idea to do it weekly or biweekly during slow economic times.  Likewise, review your business plan more
often.  Monthly or quarterly reviews will make it easier to make adjustments and keep your business on track.

• Step up your marketing efforts.  Many businesses mistakenly see marketing as a luxury when money is tight. The
truth is that this is the time you need marketing most.  Along with reassuring your current customers that you are still
there to serve them, marketing can help you reach new markets that will sustain your business now, and facilitate its
growth in the future.
