Homeowners may borrow up to $200,000 to repair or
replace damaged real estate.  Individuals may borrow up to $40,000 to cover
losses to personal property.  Non-farm businesses and non-profit organizations of
any size may apply for up to $1.5 million to repair or replace business assets.  Small
businesses that suffered economic losses may apply for a working capital loan of up
to $1.5 million, even if the property was not physically damaged.

Get
a copy of the final, signed contract.  Don’t pay for the entire job up front.  Never give a deposit until you’ve done your homework.
When you make a down payment, it should not be more than one-third of the total price.  Pay only by check or credit card.  Pay the final
amount only after the work is completed to your satisfaction.  Don’t pay cash.

Businesses Need to Prepare for Hurricane Season

     Now is the time for businesses and business owners to take precautions and prepare for hurricane season.  Businesses
located along the Gulf and Atlantic Coasts are not the only ones that could be affected by a hurricane or any other tropical
storm system.  Inland businesses could be affected by these storms if coastal businesses and suppliers have to stop
production or temporarily close.  Small to mid-size companies could also be significantly impacted by a hurricane that
narrowly misses our state or by any small storm.  When faced with a tropical system, business owners will be able to take
fewer risks if they plan ahead and prepare early for any possible emergency.
     Business owners should develop a recovery plan for their business by taking the following precautions:
*Include emergency preparedness information in company newsletters, company internet, employee emails or other
company communication tools.
*Consider a telephone calling tree or a voice recording to communicate with employees during an emergency.
*Designate an out-of-town number where employees can leave an, “I’m okay” message during a catastrophic disaster.
*If you have employees with disabilities or special needs, talk with them about what their needs may be during a disaster.
*Plan for payroll continuity.
*Review and practice what you and your employees intend to do during and after an emergency.
*Establish facility shutdown procedures.
*Establish warning and evacuation procedures.
*Make plans for assisting employees who may need transportation.
*Make plans for communicating with employees’ families before and after a hurricane.
*Purchase a NOAA Weather Radio with a warning alarm tone and battery backup.
*Survey your facility.  Make plans to protect outside equipment and structures.
*Check if your phone system will work without electricity.  If not, have at least one phone line that can operate without
electricity.
*Make plans to protect windows.  Permanent storm shutters offer the best protection.  Covering windows with plywood is a
second option.
*Consider the need for backup systems such as portable pumps to remove floodwater and generators to provide emergency
power.
*Prepare to move records, computers and other items within your facility or to another location.
*Consider how to recover any digital data if there is a significant power outage or if computers and servers are damaged.
*Keep tax, payroll records and other records of inventory and essential information at an alternate site.

Create a plastic card for all employees with key telephone numbers to keep in their wallets.
Set up a telephone number with a message that will be regularly updated to inform employees of the status of company
operations following a storm.  Using an 800 number or a direct dial in a company branch is best, since long-distance is
more reliable after a storm than local service.
Have a battery backup for your PBX or multi-line phone equipment.  Consider phone service that allows you to forward
calls to working numbers or answering systems in the event phones are down in your area.

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13 Preventative Steps To Take Before Hurricane Season

     Being prepared in advance of a hurricane will minimize the economic impact as well as the damaging effects of hurricane rains
and winds on both your business and home.  Take pre-emptive action to prevent property damage and safeguard the health and
safety of your family and employees by following the steps outlined below.

     1: 1: 1: 1: 1:  Be certain that both your business facility and your home meets current building code standards for withstanding high wind
storms.  Structures built or reinforced to meet or exceed high wind building codes have a greater chance of emerging from a
destructive storm intact.

     2:2:2:2:2:  Ensure that you have adequate business and home insurance to cover flooding and wind damage.  Today, make the
important call to verify all coverage with your insurance agent.

     3: 3: 3: 3: 3:  Install permanent commercial grade storm shutters on your business and home to provide the best protection for all large
windows and glass doors.  Optionally, an inexpensive solution is to board up windows with 5/8 inch panels of marine plywood.
Store these, pre-cut, ready to install, panels in a convenient location.  Building supply stores run out of these materials quickly as a
hurricane approaches.  Contrary to popular belief, the problem of breaking windows is not prevented by taping them.

     4:4:4:4:4:  Consider designating an interior business office or room in your personal residence with no windows or external door in the
lowest level as a safe room.  Below ground level safe rooms designed to avoid accumulating water provide the greatest protection
from the wind.  Adequate protection can also be provided by a first floor interior room built to withstand high winds and flying debris.

     5:     5:     5:     5:     5:   Loading dock doors and home garage doors are particularly vulnerable to damage as winds may force them off the roller
track.  Doors should be reinforced with bracing on each panel.  Heavy hinges and strong vertical supports may be necessary to
withstand hurricane force winds.

     6:6:6:6:6:  Have your business landscaper check trees and shrubs on your property and be sure all dead wood and overhanging
branches are trimmed.  If you live in a hurricane prone area consider landscaping materials other than gravel or stone which can
become projectiles in high winds.  Take the same precautions for your personal residence.

     7:     7:     7:     7:     7:   Formulate a written emergency and business continuity plan.  Share this plan with all employees, suppliers and key
customers.  Likewise, create a Family Emergency Plan including escape routes from your home and a meeting place.  Designate an
out-of-state family contact and post emergency phone numbers by your phones.  Share your plans with family and close friends.

     8:8:8:8:8:  Keep a Disaster Supply Kit stocked with non-perishable emergency supples, food, water, medication, clothing, flashlights and
batteries in both your business office and your home.  Check the kit routinely and replenish it as needed.  Have a NOAA weather
radio and replace the batteries every six months.  Make a habit to change them at the same time you change the batteries in your
smoke detectors.

     9:9:9:9:9:  Be familiar with your local area evacuation plan and the location of the nearest shelter relative to both your business and
home.  Map out your route in advance.  Be certain all employees and family members are informed of the evacuation plan.

     10: 10: 10: 10: 10:  If you have pets, plan for their care in case of evacuation.  Most shelters do not allow pets.  Some hotels, motels or inns are
equipped to handle pets and others make exceptions for emergencies.  Check ahead and know beforehand where your pet can be
accommodated.  Keep an emergency supply of non-perishable food on hand.

     11: 11: 11: 11: 11:  Prepare a video tape of your business facility, equipment and inventory.  Likewise do the same for the contents of your home
as well as your boat and all equipment on board for insurance purposes.

     12:12:12:12:12:  Backup all computer and financial data regularly.  Secure an off-site storage area for all your important business papers and
data.  Take similar precautions for all important personal information.

     13:13:13:13:13:  Be aware that land lines and cell phones will probably not be operational for many days or weeks after a hurricane.
Consider purchasing a satellite phone to ensure communication with loved ones and business associates.  Have a spare, fully
charged battery.  Periodically make a test call to ensure the satellite phone is operational and that you know how to use it.
