     Imagine a four-lane highway of solid waste, 3 feet deep,
from Tallahassee to Seattle——and then back again.  That’s
how much refuse Florida generates in a year, the Department
of Environmental Protection says in a new report to the
Legislature.  Yet the citizens of the State only recycle 24 percent
to 28 percent of it.
     Any attempt to markedly increase Florida’s re-cycling rate
won’t happen unless it flexes more muscle than DEP
recommends in its many reports.  California recycles more
than 50 percent.  But it doesn’t just require recycling, as
Florida officials are considering doing.  It enforces it.  Local
governments pay hefty fines if they don’t make good faith
efforts to reach recycling goals.
      Florida is no where near where it needs to be in the
recycling arena, but it needs to get there.
     If you go to an event, and the event coordinators don’t
supply recycling containers, let them know how unhappy you
are.....a plastic bottle in the landfill lays there for 250
years....an aluminum can for 150 years...can we afford that
waste?  Start complaining.......
