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As a PR pro or company owner managing your own publlc relations campaign, writing
press releases should become very natural to you. If you've got news about your product,
service or companythen youre ready to experience the power of press releases. Best of all,
it's free! So justwhat is a press release? It's simple. A press release is a one to two page
document used to call attention to your company and its’ products/services. This issue of
conTACt offers tips on how to write a good press release.

Writing Press Releases

your releases to the media. When you're ready for free media coverage, send press
releases to editors and TV stations. Thistisrguarantee youll get free publicity though.

There are many differences between advertising and public relations and in PR, the
media is not required to cover your staryfou send your press releases hoping they will
pick it up for their magazine, newspaper or local newscast. Some publications may take
several months to publish your release and others will printitin a few days. It all depends
on your news and their schedule, so you must be patient.

Television stations are a different story entirelfyyoure trying to get air time for an
event, send out your press release to your local TV stations at least two days beforehand.
Since news varies from dap-day, a car crash can prevent stations from covering your
event. But your chances are even lower if they receive your press release the same day

Press releases are also known as news releases. Back to basics, it means just that:
news. If you've been marketing the same heating pad for 20 years and nothing’s
changed, there’s no reason to write a press release. Say your heating pad now has an
automatic timer built in for convenience. There’s your news!

There are several types of press releases you can write. Starting a business. Having
new employees joining your team.oMr company wins awards. 0d're working with a
charity Or anything new or different about your business and its product line constitutes a
newsworthy press release.

There’s a trick to writing press releases, thouglouy message has to be newsworthy
without sounding like a blatant advertisement. The release is written in an unbiased format
so the reader trusts the information to be accurate. Focus on what your readers will care
about and grab their attention. Use a headline that sums up your entire stdfyat way
theyll get the meat of the message and - if the headline’s good enough - tHesead on.

Your first paragraph should answer at least five essential questions, Who, What,
When, Where, Why If possible, answer a sixth question, Ho®on't forget your basic
information as well. Be sure to include the name of a contact person, phone numtaes,
Email address, Wb address and company address. Also write a short paragraph that
describes your business. Use this paragraph at the end of every press release. Keep youl
sentences short and to the point. Ddmise jargon. Just keep it simple. Déarbe tempted
to write along press release. Stay as close to one page as possible. More than two pages
is way too long Editors dort have a lot of time on their hands. Thélybe reading your
press release with hundreds of others.

Write your press release as if you were a third-party obserRead the newspaper for
some examples. Or study press releases from other companies. A good press release, one
that will be seen in print, is tightly written with accurate, newsworthy information. Since
most press releases are printed exactly as you send them, make sure there are no spelling
errors within your piece.

Once you send out your press releases, how will you know if theprinted? Yu can
use a clipping service that tracks the publications for you. TH&jip what actually
appears in print and send it to you for your records. But you’ll know you’ve written a
successful press release if your phone starts ringing off the hook. That's when you can sa
you've experienced the power of free press.

The ‘Ins & Outs’ of E-Mail Press Releases

The increasing use and acceptance of e-mail provides library communicators with a fast and cost effective vehicle for
transmitting notices and press releases. In general, anything you could say with snail mail or fax you can say with e-mail. There are
specific rules to follow in the preparation of any press release and these apply to e-mail releases as well. But there are also some
special considerations concerning e-mail PR.

Get Them © Read It- Sometimes it seems that it is far too easy for someone to throw a paper press release in the trash. It is
even easier to hit the delete key on an e-mail release. If your release hits the trash (real or virtual) before being read, you have
wasted the time spent in preparing and distributing that release. Here are a few rules to keep your news out of the trash.

Never Spam!- Never send untargeted enail. The first job of a communicator is to speak the same language as the listener
Before you even consider drafting a press release, consider to whom it will be sent. Know what kind of news every potential recipient
is inclined to deal with and target only those who are likely to be interested in the information you want to transmit. There are no
prizes going to the person who sends out greatest number of releases, and there is no point is sending a release to someone who
has no interest in the subject.

Make It Fiendly - The first thing that an email recipient sees is the subject line. So make the subject something that will make
the reader want to see what is in the message. A subject line sayimgs$Rlease” is a sure fire way to activate that delete kelyy
something like tVellville Riblic Library Is Now On-line!” or YNellville Is Connected @ The World Wide Web’ on the subject line.

Make It Complete- Include all of the pertinent information. It is obvious that an e-mail release should contain the e-mail
address of the sender and any appropriate URLs. But a press release taken from print and copied into e-mail verbatim may not.
And dorit forget all the usual stuff (contact information, headline, who, what, when, where, whyymad addresses and URLs

should go on a separate line — isolated from other text. This will prevent confusion with punctuation marks and will make
addresses and URLs stand out and allow for easy copying and pasting.

KISS- Don't get fancy Increasingly mail client software allows font, type size and color changes. But not all. What may be
beautiful on your mail software may be completely unreadable on someone else’s. Stay with plain text.

Keep the release copy as short as possible without skimping on the message.

Its Not For Everyone- Even though email is becoming more viable as a press release vehicle, there are still people whatdon
have it, dorit like it and worit use it. A balanced public relations program will usemail as one component of a coordinated
communications effort. Most situations will also demand conventional printed releases sent via snail mail, fax releases, and phone
calls. Web pages, Acrobat files, and notes on paper napkins may work too.

The key is not how you send the information but to whom and how well it is communicated.

Press Release Content Basics

There are seven basic elements that every press release should have in terms of content and how it appears:
FOR IMMEDIAE RELEASH hese words should appear in the upper lfand margin, just under your letterhead. o should
capitalize every letter
Contact Information: Skip a line or two after release statement and list the name, title, telephone and fax numbers of your
company spokesperson (the person with the most information). Itis important to give your home number since reporters often work
on deadlines and may not be available until after hours.
Headline: Skip two lines after your Contact information and use a boldface type.
Dateline: This should be the city your press release is issued from and the date you are mailing your release.
lead Raragraph: The first paragraph needs to grasp the readerttention and should contain the relevant information to your
message such as the five W’'s (who, what, when, where, why).
Ext: The main body of your press release where your message should fully develop.
Recap: At the lower left hand corner of your last page restate your product’s specifications, highlight a product release date.

Common Press Release Mistakes

Below you will find some of the most common errors that people make when writing a press releasedornot get a second
chance to correct the negative impressions left by a poorly written release. Let’'s make sure you do it right.
All Upper Case Characters Never submit a press release in all upper case characters. The headline and body of your press
release should be in mixed case.
Grammatical Errors Even the best writers occasionally miss grammatical errors and typos. Please proof read, edit and reproof
your press release. Obvious errors are easier to catch when composing your release off-line. Never compose your release during
the submission process.
lack of Content About 10% of all press release submissions are rejected for lack of content. Qdudlthors are particularly
guilty of short press releases. Please make sure that you answer all of the “W” questions, who, what, where, when, why and how to
ensure a complete press release.
Press Releases that Scream BUY MBEDb not write your press release like an advertisement. Remember that journalists are
NOT your marketing partners. Their job is to relay information to their audience, not to sell. A good press release informs the
media. If your press release screams, BUY ME, then you might want to consider reworking your release.
Hype Flags This is a close cousin to the BUY ME problem. If your press release contains too many “hype flags” it will trip spam
filters and intercept your press release before it reaches its destination. A “Hype Flag” is anything that challenges the credibility of
your press release. Examples of “Hype Flags” include an abundance of exclamation points or wild product and service claims.
Funny Characters On occasion, strange characters and formatting can creep into your press release during the submission
(copy & paste) process. Make sure that you press release is formatted as you intended.
Word Wrapping - Do not break each line at 70 characters. dt your sentences wrap naturally?lease do not place a hard
carriage return at the end of each line. Include a carriage return only at the end of each paragraph.
Incorrect Usage of E-mail This plagues about 30% of all press releases. Use a role account instead of a personal account.
Arole account is pr@companyname.com. A personal account would be pat@companyname.com. Using a role account allows
you to redirect e-mail to someone who can respond while you are on vacation.

ABA Warns of Fraudulent Letters,
Fake Checks

information fowarded from Riverside Bank

The American Bankers Association has been alerted that
someone or a group of individuals sending cash prize letters
purporting to be from ABA are actually part of fake check scam.
These con artists are sending letters asking people to call a phone
number to find out how to collect the prize — a popular technique
to get personal financial information from the letter recipient. The
fraudulent checks are listed as from ABA and ABD Federal Credit
Union, however ABA believes other financial institutions may be
targeted, and are typically between $1,000 and $5,000.

ABA is working with law enforcement to identify the source of
the letters and to disrupt them. ABA offers the following advice to
consumers:

« If you receive one dort deposit the check - report it - because
you are responsible for the money you withdrew if the check or
money order bounces. &ort fake checks tavwwfakecheck.org

* Never give out personal financial information in response to an
unsolicited phone call, fax or email, no matter how official it seems.
« If you have already responded to this type of call or email,
contact your financial institution immediately

« Inform the ABA about all fraudulent activity by sending an email
