What does it take to create a refreshing conversation? It requires expression that is
not routine, predictable, or stale. (Which, unfortunatetiescribes many everyday
conversations.)

Refreshing conversation is upbeat, with some new ingredients and perhaps some
surprises, expressed with positive engigplorful words, and vitality Such a conversation
might also include the spices of wit and humar helping of good will. Certainly it has
full attention among the conversers even though all parties to the conversation may not
share equally in the talk. & lively attentive, and stimulating with fresh ideas expressed in
a vibrant way

Most conversations tend to be routine, and those include conversations among good
friends and relatives. It's pretty predictable stuff. Think of the small child, rushing home
from school to announce “Guess what we did in class today!” She goes on with a lively
report about how Angie brought her pet snake to school for all to see, and the brave
students were allowed to touch it. If the parent is eager and attentive and ssyaA! Tell
me all about it,” theyve created a refreshing conversation!

Routine &lk is Dull. Contrast the above interchange with the predictable available
talk with a grocery clerk (even when there is no line behind), who flatly mentions that
“You saved $3.40 today and “Have a good one” as we depart.

Break the Rttern. D refresh these conversations, make it a goal tbreak the set
(the routine) by noticing something different, such as an award button on the clerk’s
uniform that says “15 years of service” or “Employee of the Month.” Comment on such
items, ask a few questions, then give genuine congratulations to the clerk. In a few
moments, your brief conversation is transformed. Sometimes little bits of wit accomplish
the refreshment, as in these examples, mostly done tongue-in-cheek: | know the guy who
invented imitation spaghetti. He's gonna call it “impasta.” Qiorrowing from another
wit, say something like "He hasavi Gogh's ear for music.” — Hm director Billy Vilder

We become what we think about, and what we think about is usually what we listen to
and read. Want more verbal spice and flavor? ¢ad some contemporary poetryant
challenging ideas? Listen to provocative, in-depth interviewers like Charlie Rose on PBS.
Spend time with colorful, vivacious people who have lots of interesting points of.view
Their energy will rub off on you.

Above all, break out of predictable conversational routines. Then, when talking with
others, take some detours, venture beyond the usual, be a bit contrarian.

That'll be refreshing!

A Second Chance to Make a First Impression

For nearly 20 years, the cliché phraseYbu never get a second chance to make a first impressitras become virtually an axiom.
Its clear implication: If you mess up the first time, you'll never be able to overcome the poor impression you've made.

Thats nonsense. W all have experience revising the impressions we have of people we meet, sometimes very dramatichyl
the wrong idea about George. He's really a nice guy once you get to know him.”

In a sense, the moment of first contact is an audition. What we,dayw we say it, how we move and act — all these factors and
many more contribute to the first impression we give. offi cases such as selection job interviews, a salespe'saonld-call, and
formal auditions for performers, one may not get more than one chance to make a winning impression.

However in most cases, we get many opportunities to create a lasting impression. As impression-receivers, we are constantly
revising the sense we have of other persons. In the most dramatic cases, spouses divorce when they discover that the person they
married is very different from the one they fell in love with a few years earlitas the person or the perceiver changed? Actually
both.

We notice that different people often form quite varied first impressions of a certain individual. One finds a woman confident and
articulate; another finds her “slick, a smooth talk&rin another case, one finds a guy to bedumb, a bumpkiri because of a
regional dialect, while a different perceiver finds him “down to earth, unpretentious.” As impression-formers, we bring our own
preferences and values and stereotypes to the process. The truth of this is well demonstrated by social research, as happens when
strikingly handsome or beautiful people are thought to be smarter or more competent than those less blessed by nature with physical
attractiveness.

It is true that we dott get a second chance to make a first impression, just as it is true, as the ancient Greek philosopher Heraclitus
said, that we “cart step into the same river twice.” Everything is constantly changifide river is changingand we are changing
However it is not true that we doth usually get a second (and third, and fourth) chance to make a lasting impression. Over time,
people change and our impressions change. The most accurate sense we can get of a person is to observe them over time in many
different kinds of situations. Only then can we see their most enduring characteristics.

In the event you think you’ve made a poor impression as a result of your behavior during a first contact, you can often revise that
impression by offering some relationship repair that explains the earlier behavidany factors can impinge upon us that weaken our
first impressions, illness, family problems, financial reversals, bad news, and hundreds more. It is saidifdatirit fair.” But in the
case of the impressions we give off, life is at least somewhat fair because it often provides us the opportunity to explain our initial
behavior and re-shape the first impressions we make.

Frst impressions are important and'stbest to make good ones. Howevedon't despair because impressions can be changed
over time. It is not the first, but the lasting impression that counts.

When is a Credit Repair Offer a Scam?

Complaints to the BBB about credit repair companies have
risen for three straight years, topping more than 1,400 in 2006.

Consumers responding to a credit repair offer need to be aware
that, by law credit repair organizations must provide a copy of the
“Consumer Credit He Rights Under State andeéeral law.” This
document outlines the consumr rights in disputing inaccurate
information on their credit report, and also addresses consumers’
rights in dealing with credit repair companies. Consumers have
the right to cancel a contract with any credit repair organization for
any reason within three business days from the date the contract
was signed by the consumer

BBB suggests consumers beware of companies that:
-Do not tell you your legal rights
‘Recommend that you not contact a credit bureau directly
‘Request payment for credit repair services in advance
-Advise you to dispute all information in your credit report
-Take any action that seems illegal, such as creating a new credit
identity by obtaining a federal employer identification number to
use instead of a social security number;
-Offer to let you “piggybacK on other consumerts good credit.

1. Blabbermouthing Talking too much. Going on and on without giving others their turn. The person who hogs the-ti&nnel soon
frustrates others, and they tune out the blabbermouth. Involved in their own monologues, blabbers feel some satisfaction in carrying on — even when
they have lost the attention of their listener

2. Take-aways and metoos. You begin a topic and your listener grabs it away and focuses on himself withceatered talk. Wu say “I saw
a great movie last weekend . . .” and the listener say8I1? | saw a movie, too . . .” and begins to describe it. ovi who brought up the movie topic
can't complete your thought because'st been high-jacked. This is a very childlike and frustrating behaaod eventually drives people away

3. Unsolicited advice.Some people are quick to give advice as soon as you mention a problem or issue. Phrases like “Have you thought of .
..? and “Why dorit you . . .?” spout quickly from their mouths, which makes them feel wise while they treat you as ignorant. When offering unsolicited
advice to friends and familythe advicegiver assumes the expert or parenting role, and that puts us tfivould be better if they let us finish and then,
perhaps askAre you asking for my opinion?” orWhat alternatives have you thought of?”

4. Interrupting. Those who butt in before we have completed our thought. Usually interrupters do this because they are impatient and afraid
they wort be able to express their thoughts. Like children vying for attention, interrupters jump in beforeg/bnished, maybe with an argument,
maybe with their opinion. Whatever the reason, interruptions are annoying.

5. Contradicting. One of the ultimate conversation-blockers. Although a ploy of structured debate, direct disagreement is not helpful in
conversation, which is at its best whefsia collaboration. “I disagree with youor the more tactful “Yes, BUT...” occur in many conversations and
are another form of the “I'm right, yolie wrong” game. Hear the othe's opinion, check that you understand it, then offer “My view is different from
yours. Let me explain.” When we feel heard and understood we are more likely to listen to others and their views.

6. Stingy contributor Listens, receives, and takes, but doésgive back in return. Or likes to complain to us but doe%rike to listen to our
concerns. Shows very little interest, offers no useful information, dbesen give acknowledgment or thanks for what he receives. Is a “tédleerd
doesrit lift a conversation. Likes to pick the brains of others, but contributes nothing
When you become frustrated or annoyed in a conversation, there is a good chance the other converser is exhibiting one of these misialsee Y
how that mistake causes problems and, with new awareness, you can eliminate it in you¥seltan ask yourself‘Do | do that?”

Some people drain us, some people enliven us. éNe all had this experience. The classic negative example is that of the "wet blanket
who quickly depresses the lively human energy after entering a room. Other more contemporary terms for such a person are "energy
sapper’ or "psychic vampire.”

Can we remain still and composed anc
receptive, or must we always fill silent space with chatter?

Those refreshing persons who have plenty of energy to share, who are like artesian wells of positive emotional &aesggome
characteristics in common. One of them is that their lives have meaning and purpose. Because they can experience satisfaction from the
activities, their energy is replenished.

Often, these people have a strong spiritual connection which they maintain through meditation, pragetact with Nature, or perhaps
the arts. They also tend to have strong and deep connections with people in community or faffifilgy are not loners. They ddntake
themselves very seriousBven though they may be passionate about their work or larger causes. They are able to laugh at themselves.
Although their lives are complex and have problems, they dararry with them much emotional baggage. They handle their problems, and
they dorit have "leaky boundaries” through which negative energy escapes.

"Exiting Conversations Gracefully”

What are some ways to gracefully and tactfully get out of a conversation? The feeling of being trapped in a conversation is a wide-
spread problem. So, below are a number of tested strategies that usually work well for your graceful exits:

1. “Plus-arrow-plus” sequence. A positive comment or compliment, then an indicator that you are departing, then another positive
comment, as in Plus: You brought up some fascinating ideas,réd.” Arrow: “Unfortunately | have to leave for an appointment.” Plus: “I
hope to see you again soon.” Insert plus-arrow-plus during a brief pause in the talking. If no pause appears, gently interrupt.

2. The simplest way is just to politely excuse yours&tbu don't need to give a reason. “Please excuse me. I'll have to leave riow
Almost no one will ask you for thegbod reasori you are leaving If you feel you must create one, simply head towards the rest rooms.

3. When at networking meetings, mixers, receptions, and the like, you may wish to indicate in advance that you can talk only briefly
For example, at a mixer you might sa§i am new to this group, so | am trying to meet as many people as | can during this timedu ¥an
also ask the other person(s) to introduce you to others so that you can move on after a get-acquainted chat of a few minutes.

4. | have known some people who carry a beeper or cellphone device they can self-activate. Hearing the buzz, they step away to tak
the call and then offer a statement of departure such as: “Excuse me, | have something | must attend to.” Although this is an admittedly
gimmicky strategyusers claim it works without ruffling the feelings of those persons they are leavibless theye found out, of course.)

5. If you are talking to one person and dohwant to leave him or her stranded, you can walk them over and introduce them to others.
Then, when the conversation is engaged, you can politely excuse yourself.

Ask a Better Question

A routine question will evoke a routine response. Thus, “He\t going?” will generally get a “ihe, thanks,” or perhaps a “I
cantcomplain.” If the purpose of the question is merely to acknowledge an acquaintance briefly and move on, your purpose is
served. If you'd prefer a more substantial conversation, you'll need to use a different question to evoke a different response. A
deeper and more detailed conversation will certainly be less predictable and probably more interesting, and it will likely have the effect
of enriching your relationship.

Here are four suggestions for more evocative questions:

1. Ask questions that elicit detail. These are often “What?” questions. For example, “What did you finally decide about relocat-
ing?” or “What did you do on your trip to Mexico?” will usually stimulate detailed responses. Questions thdt deuire detail,
such as “How are your plans coming along?” and “How was your trip?” can be answered with a mere “Fine, thanks.”

2. Ask open questions that require more than &% or No. These are theWh' and “H” questions beginning with What, Why
Where, and HowThese work better than “closed questions” that limit the response, such as “Did you like the movie?” Instead,
“What did you like about the movie?” elicits a more interesting and detailed response.

3. Ask some questions that are a little bit surprising or “edgyhese are not meant to put the person on the hot seat, or to make
them uncomfortable, but to be stimulative and get a lively response instead of a routine response. “What's the most exciting/
challenging thing that’s happening with you at this time?” is such an edgy question. (Predictable questions usually evoke predictable
responses, such asWhat did you learn in school today?"Oh, not much.”)

4. Consider using some “If?” questions such as “If you had the means to pursue your dream occupation, what would it be?” Or
“If you could have dinner with a famous person, whom would you choose?”

Such questions break out of the routine and add some fresh energy to the conversation. By theevayever ask your partner in
conversation any question you yourself would not want to be asked. And be prepared to answer the very “If?” questions you ask the
other when your partner says “Let me think about that for a minute.
